Filing Flight Plans with AFPEx

Aide Memoire from an Original by John Dean
· Go to www.flightplanningonline.co.uk and Click on “Login”

· If needed install Java from http://java.sun.com

· Enter your Afpex issued username and password.

· Agree to terms and conditions

· Click on “ATS” on the menu bar and select “Flight Plan”

· Prio. Leave this field as FF.

· Item 7 Insert your aircraft registration.  - No hyphen.

·  Item 8 Change default I to V

·  Item 9 Leave blank unless a formation.


·  Insert ICAO code for your aircraft. Right click to search. If none insert ZZZZ and in 18 put TYP/ followed by your aircraft type in plain language. If your aircraft has an ICAO code the wake turbulence will be entered automatically. If not, change it to L

·  Item 10 CAP694 has a full list of equipment. V for a radio and O for a VOR are the most used. After the / enter either N for no transponder or A C or S as appropriate.

·  Item 13 Enter the ICAO code for your departure airfield. Right click to search. If none, put ZZZZ and under item 18 DEP/ followed by your departure airfield in plain language. Time is your time of departure in four digits in UTC.

·  Item 15 Your speed should be entered as four digits proceeded by N for knots or K for kilometers per hour. Enter VFR in the Altitude/Level box.

·  Route Box Separate items with DCT and check with CTRL E

·  Item 16  Destination needs the ICAO code. Right click to search. If none the ZZZZ and in Item 18 /DEST followed by your destination in plain language. EET needs your total time for the flight as four digits (HHMM). Alternate is your alternative destination if you are unable to land at your preferred airfield.

·  Item 18 A full list of acceptable abbreviations is in CAP694 but the most needed are:-  EET/ followed by the next FIR and the time to it i.e. EET/LFFF0030 (30 minutes from take off to the French FIR boundary). If more than one FIR boundary the time is the total from take off not from the last boundary crossing. DOF/ If you file more than 24 hours ahead you need to specify the date of flight in the format YYMMDD i.e. DOF/100223 for a flight on the 23rd February 2010. RMK/ followed by any addition free form remarks. DEST/  DEP/  TYP/ as above.

·  Item 19 None of the information in this item is transmitted with the plan but is stored so that it can be retrieved if needed by search and rescue.

 Endurance is entered as four digits (HHMM) and number on board  as three digits (i.e. 001).

 Cross out U V and E under Emergency Radio if you do not have these items. 
 Crossing out the S in Survival Equipment will delete P D M and J.
 If you have lifejackets, just cross out the following items they do not have.
 Cross out the D if you do not have a dinghy.
 Colour and Markings need completing.
 Under Remark you could put “Crew Contact +44 1892 123456”
 Pilots surname completes the plan.

·  Addressing The system will auto complete for you the addresses of you departure, destination and alternate airfields together with the initial FIR and the final FIR. You will need to complete any intermediate FIRs. Right click on an empty box and bring up the VFR address list, then scroll down. Also check the list for any special requirements for your chosen airfields and FIRs.

·  Complete rest of flight plan and ensure there are none marked with a warning triangle. If aircraft or departure airfield or arrival airfield does not have a code, use ZZZZ and in Item 18 put TYP/YOUR AIRCRAFT TYPE or DEP/YOUR AIRSTRIP or DEST/YOUR AIRSTRIP

·  Check addressing is correct

·  Click “File” on the menu bar, then “Send”
